How to Practice Lake-Friendly Lawn Care

Reducing the amount of phosphorus entering the lakes is the most important step we can
take for keeping the lakes healthy and algae-free. Here are four things you can do this season
to stop the flow of phosphorus.

*Soils in our area generally contain sufficient phosphate, so choose
fertilizers that are phosphate-free.

«If you hire a lawn maintenance company, request that they use a
phosphate-free fertilizer.
o If you live on-lake, use lake water to water your lawn. It contains nutrients your lawn needs.
* Mow frequently and leave the clippings on the lawn. They will decay and fertilize naturally.
